Background:

The purpose of the Chevron Hawaii Education Fund is to provide grants to teachers for innovative projects that will directly impact the quality of education for students in the areas of conservation, environmental stewardship and science.

Preference will be given to projects that:
· Demonstrate active, rather than passive learning

· Engage students in project-based learning

· Are ongoing activities rather than a one time activity or field trip

Grant funds are intended for materials, supplies, equipment or transportation for project-based learning. (Note: food and t-shirts are not allowable expenses.)
Grant Range: Grants will be awarded ranging in amounts from $100 - $1,000.

Eligibility:
· Classroom teachers of public or private schools, grades K-12, statewide are eligible to apply for funding.

· Grants will be made payable to the school for the benefit of the teacher’s project.

· Teachers may only submit one application for funding per grant submission round.

· Schools that have received previous funding are eligible to reapply, if all Final Report requirements are completed.

Deadline: The completed application packet must be submitted online at www.hasta.us on or prior to May 24, 2010.  Please be aware that you may submit your forms online or mail them in, as in the past.  Grant proposal winners will be announced by June 30, 2010.
